Green Resolutions by Thelma Wells, UMW Social Action Coordinator

It's a good time to make resolutions; how about ones to become a greener person? This year marks the 40t anniversary of
Earth Day, founded by Wisconsin’s Senator, Gaylord Nelson. Help celebrate the Earth this year by selecting one or more of
the ideas below.

1. Are you recycling at the maximum? See the recycling handout on the table under the telephone in the Narthex.
All households receive a new Recyclopedia from the Madison Public Works Street Division every January. Study
it. Can you implement more recycling? Missing your Recyclopedia? Look for extra copies in the library or contact
www.cityofmadison.com/streets or call 267-2626.

2. Reduce electricity wastefulness by unplugging or using power strips to control electronic “phantom” loss. It is esti-
mated that 6 to 15% of American household electrical use is “phantom” loss, that is, electrical use when an item is
off. This includes electronics with a clock and/or glowing light or those that use remotes. Never leave rechargers in
an electric socket; they will use electricity even without an object attached.

Seventy years have passed since the General Conference in 1940 constituted the Methodist Committee on Relief (later United
MCOR) during which time it has become a very important and major ministry of the church.

UMCOR has helped millions of people around the world through its compassionate response to hurricanes in the South and
other countries, severe flooding in the Midwest, Bangladesh and other countries, cyclones in Myanmar (formerly Burma),
crumbling infrastructure and cholera epidemic in Zimbabwe, war in the nation of Georgia, continued response to needs of
victims of Hurricane Katrina, etc. and natural disasters and civil uprisings in China, Cuba, Kenya, Gaza, South Africa, Haiti,
India, and Iraq.

In most of these countries UMCOR worked through the Methodist churches within those nations, in some cases through

UMCOR (United Methodist Committee on Relief) has requested emergency kits for distribution in Haiti. For individuals or
groups that want to contribute the basic necessities, UMCOR requests that the following NEW items be placed in a sealed
one-gallon plastic bag:

1 hand towel (15"x25”, but not bigger than 177x27”) 1 wash cloth

1 comb (large and sturdy) 1 bath-size bar of soap (at least 3 0z.)
1 nail file or fingernail clipper (not emery boards or toenail clippers)
1 toothbrush (adult size in wrapper) 6 adhesive plastic sterile bandaids

$1 to purchase toothpaste (NOTE: toothpaste is purchased in bulk and added later to insure it does not expire)
Because these are used in a wide number of situations, UMCOR asks that they include ONLY these items.

There is a box in the Narthex for the completed kits. AGAPE will collect the completed kits and send them to UMCOR.
